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The SPSC Enology Club is pleased to present Red Wines of Argentina (with paired cheeses), a tasting that will explore the diverse red wines produced in our neighbor to the south. We will taste the predominant Argentinean red varietals: Malbec, Merlot, Bonarda, Syrah, Pinot Noir, and Cabernet Sauvignon.

Leading us through these samplings and discussing the wines and wineries of Argentina will be Wine Educator Mark Schwarz of West LA’s The Wine House.  Mark has had an extensive career in the wine industry and will share his pearls of wisdom with us regarding these jewels from the Southern Hemisphere.
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These wineries, tucked beneath the distant Andes Mountains, nearly have it all: warm days and cool nights for growing the lushest of grapes, state-of-the-art technology and restless vintners bent on lifting Argentina's wine production to a point where it rivals the world's best.
Nearly 900 wineries in leafy vineyards all around Mendoza, about 640 miles west of Buenos Aires, and more than 300 wineries elsewhere in this big South American country are exploring ways to create new blends for increasingly fickle and demanding wine drinkers the world over.

They are also fine-tuning existing flagship reds such as Malbec, the varietal grape brought to Argentina by European immigrants in the 1880s that first put the country on the wine map years ago. Today, winemakers are achieving even bigger export numbers, principally in the key U.S. and European markets, but also in Africa and Asia. On this memorable night, we’ll taste some of the best valued wines Argentina has to offer.
