Santa Ynez Valley Rhone Styles
with Tom Stolpman

Friday, June 17th, 2011, 7:30pm @ the DoubleTree Hotel, El Segundo
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Back by popular demand, Tom Stolpman of Stolpman Vineyards & Winery will join us for an evening of fabulous Rhone varietals and blends from Santa Ynez Valley in Santa Barbara County.  This tasting will feature some of the best Grenache, Syrah, and blends from one of the best grape growing regions in the world. 
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 Tom is a lawyer by trade, but his real love is the vineyard he established in 1992 on a 220 acre estate in the Ballard Canyon area that sits between Los Olivos and Solvang in Santa Barbara County.  The vineyard has a thin layer of clay-shale above limestone, which provides great drainage and combines with Stolpman’s dry farming method to force the roots to search deep in the pursuit of water.  The search is futile and the roots suck dry minerality, resulting in some of the smallest, most concentrated, and perfectly balanced grapes in the entire region.

Tom is one of the true pioneers in Ballard Canyon and he experimented for many years to find the perfect grapes to match the micro-ecosystem.  Bordeaux varietals did not hold up in the harsh soils and cool climate.  But, the first vintage of Syrah in 1996 was something special.

Soon, the area’s best winemakers were flocking to the vineyard to buy Stolpman grapes:  Sine Qua Non, Ojai Vineyards, Qupe, Jaffurs, Kunin, and many others.  Today, the bulk of Stolpman grape varietals are Rhone (Syrah, Roussanne, Grenache), Bordeaux (Sauvignon Blanc), and Italian (Sangiovese).
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The vineyards at Stolpman were originally planted with the sole intention of selling the fruit to other Central Coast wineries.  Now, the bulk of their grapes go to their own estate wine. They continue to provide some fruit to a few select winemakers.  Most of those grapes end up in Stolpman Vineyard-designated labels.
