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Grenache from Around the World
with Wine Specialist Mike Green

[image: 250px-Grenache_grapes_on_vine]Though known as one of the primary Rhone varietals, Grenache is also one of the world’s most widely planted red wine grapes, producing unique flavor profiles depending on where it is planted.  The grape yields soft tannins, well-balanced acidity, and lightly colored yet full wines, endowed with deep notes of strawberry and raspberry.
The long ripening process of Grenache allows the sugars in the grape to reach high levels, making Grenache-based wines capable of substantial alcohol levels, often at least 15%.
Since Grenache ripens late, it needs hot, dry conditions such as those found in Spain (where it is known as Garnacha), Sardinia (where it is known as Canonnau), the Rhone Valley and Languedoc-Roussillon regions of France, California’s San Joaquin Valley and Australia.
Grenache is the dominant varietal in most Southern Rhone wines, especially in Chateauneuf-du-Pape (where it is typically over 80% of the blend), Gigondas and Vacqueyras regions.
Grenache is also the primary varietal in Australia’s popular GSM -Grenache/Syrah/Mourvedre Blends.
The strong wood canopy of Grenache makes the vine difficult to harvest with mechanical harvesters and pruning equipment and more labor intensive to cultivate.  Consequently, in highly mechanized wine regions, such as Australia and California, this has contributed to a decline in the vine’s popularity among growers and winemakers.
Mike Green from The Wine House in West L.A. will take us on a spin around the world to experience the many faces of Grenache and Grenache Blends.
