All wines poured at this tasting will be 100% estate grown- single vineyard.  This tasting event includes a wine glass specifically crafted for pinot noir - that you can take home with you. Meet the winemakers and hear their stories:
California – Belle Glos, Joseph J. Wagner is a 5th generation Napa Valley winemaker and viticulturist.  His family started the famed “Caymus” vineyard in Napa Valley.  Stylistically his wines are produced from ripe grapes - as ripe as is possible before the onset of winter. 
New Zealand – New Zealand Wine, NZ wine growers is the national organization for New Zealand’s grape and wine sector. We will explore the 2010 Mt Difficulty Estate (Central Otago), 2008 Palliser Estate (Martinborough), and 2010 Spy Valley Estate (Marlborough).
Oregon - Amalie Robert Estate, Their estate consists of 30 acres located in the famed Willamette Valley.  Those 30 acres are divided into 34 blocks to capture specific micro-climate and soil differences.
