Gray has graciously
opened up his library of wines to us for the evening so we can taste years
of his delicious vintages side by side. Have you ever tasted a vertical of Pinot Noir? If you have, you know how
remarkable and “eye opening” it can be. If you haven’t, now is your chance. We will taste three vertical flights
from three different vineyards from 2014 reaching back to 1997. Taste what 10 to 20 years of aging does to a
wine from the same vineyard. This is an event you do not want to miss!

The Pinot Noir grape is often described as difficult to grow because it needs the right
climate and the right soil and the right care. It reacts strongly to environmental
changes such as heat and cold spells and has an incredibly thin skin that can easily be
bruised or broken. Gray and Frank have mastered the art of Pinot Noir winemaking.
They are just two gentlemen from the country — Santa Barbara Wine Country. They
strive to put a slice of Santa Barbara in each glass and a piece of their soul in every h‘)-_—-- ;
bottle of Hitching Post wine. et
