Wilkes was launched in 2001 by Jefferson Wilkes, a winesgrower and grape salesman at Bien
Nacido and Solomon Hills Vineyards in Santa Maria Valley as well as French Camp Vineyard
in Paso Robles Highlands. Under his own label, Jeff Wilkes focused on Santa Maria Valley
Pinot Noir, Pinot Blanc, and Chardonnay, making his last wine in 2010 before his untimely !
passing late that same year.

Fast forward to Spring 2015 when Wes Hagen joined J. Wilkes Wines and when he last
spoke at our Enology Club, just hinting at the prospects of his new label. A lot has
happened since then and Wes will fill us in on his job change and new adventures with J.
Wilkes. As many of you know, Wes was the former vineyard manager & winemaker at
Clos Pepe Estate located in the Santa Rita Hills. As a strong advocate for local wine
growing regions, Wes was instrumental in the creation of three American Viticultural
Areas (AVA’s): the Santa Rita Hills AVA; Happy Canyon AVA of Santa Barbara County;
and the newest Ballard Canyon AVA. Ballard Canyon, established in 2013, includes highly
regarded wineries such as Rusack, Beckman, as well as Enology Club favorite, Stolpman.

Wes continues to build on his extensive experience and to be passionate about wine and winemaking, always
imparting increased knowledge and appreciation of wines to his audiences. As a former English teacher, Wes
now enjoys mentoring aspiring wine makers, teaching a variety of enology & food pairing classes, and
producing numerous videos detailing his work in wine making, vineyard management, and farming,.

Our tasting will feature current releases of J. Wilkes Wines for which Wes was the winemaker. It includes a
flight of Pinot Blanc & Chardonnay, a flight of Pinot Noirs, and a flight of Cabernet Sauvignon & Zinfandel.
