Bill and Teresa Hinrichs in 1999 were looking for a place to retire and
raise their twins, when they fell in love with the hillside location of
Ranchita Canyon Vineyard, which became a little bigger project than
they planned.

The Hinrichs g}
family owns and operates the vineyard and winery with the goal to
achieve rich, concentrated, bold fruit.
